Program Elements include:

Community Reintegration will include mental 
health, trauma treatment, dental and physical 
health services, healing family relationships, 
working wardrobes, employment placement 
services/job retention, and housing assistance 
such as mock interviews, computer skills, and 
resume development for participant for transi-
tion into the discharge phase, and eventually 
back into the community.
